Riders without a USACycling Road annual 
license will be required to purchase a one-day license ($10) and will compete in the Men’s CAT 5 or 
Women’s CAT 4 Categories. 
 

Course 
The Hubbard Time Trial Course – This is a ten-mile course (five miles out and back). From 
Overland Rd head south on Cloverdale Rd, Turn east on Hubbard Rd, Turn south on Ten 
Mile Creek, and look for start/finish line.
